Spiritual Warfare– Comfort Seeking 
Your ‘predominant fault’ or ‘root sin’ identifies which vice 
tends to motivate many of your actions rather than a life of 
virtue. Pride and vanity, which we have already discussed, 
are two of the most common of them. The third is 
sensuality, or comfort-seeking. 

The man whose root sin is sensuality is driven by 
what will be the easiest or most comfortable. It might 
manifest in laziness, in which he will do the least 
necessary (or maybe even a little less than that). On the 
flip side, he might work very hard at work because he 
hates the discomfort of his boss who is liable to angry fits. 

He might be a super-picky eater, refusing to handle 
any taste or texture in food that is not completely 
appealing to his pallet. He might be super-picky about 
comfort in his clothes, such that if they are not perfectly 
comfortable they are discarded. He might avoid 
interactions with new people to avoid the discomfort of 
new ones. (The vain might avoid lest they look bad, the 
sensual might avoid lest they be uncomfortable.) 

How is all of this combatted? The vice of sensuality is 
attacked especially through the virtues of temperance and 
fortitude. He needs temperance because it places under 
divine reason the desires of the flesh. For example, the 
sensual fall into the sin of gluttony, not in how much he 
eats but in having become a super-picky eater. He might 
grow in temperance by intentionally eating something he 
doesn’t like but is good for him (broccoli, brussel sprouts, 
or peas). 

He also needs fortitude, which is the virtue by which 
he will courageously persevere amidst the obstacles that 
make doing what is right difficult. For him, these obstacles 
will frequently be the internal obstacle of his own desire to 
be lazy. With the virtue of fortitude, he will do what is right 
even when it takes a strong effort of the will. To grow in 
fortitude, one good habit is to consider the ‘duty of the 
moment.’ Have a plan for your day, and at each moment 
you are tempted to be lazy or not do what is right, ask, 
“What ought I be doing right now?” or “What would a wise 
man do with his time right now?” Then, no matter what 
you feel like, do what you ought to do. 

Once you have identified your root sin, make a 
resolution every morning to combat it by seeking to grow 
in virtue. It’s the weakest point in your defenses against 
temptation, so fortify it by great virtue so that you can 
continue down the road to sanctity with security.
